The General Russell E. Dougherty Leader of the Year Award
The National Leader of the Year Award is one of the Society's most coveted awards, and each year recognizes a student who has made a qualitative difference in his or her institution and in the lives of others. Each year Circles (chapters) elect a Leader of the Year. All Circle Leader of the Year winners then compete for Regional Leader of the Year. The General Russell E. Dougherty National Leader of the Year is chosen from the regional winners and awarded a $4,000 scholarship toward graduate or professional school.
The Robert L. Morlan Faculty Secretary Award
The Morlan Faculty Secretary Award is awarded annually to an outstanding Faculty Secretary in Omicron Delta Kappa. The role of Faculty Secretary is the most important local officer as he or she is responsible for keeping track of all the records, initiations, and achievements of the local Circle (chapter).  Each year individual Circles nominate their Faculty Secretaries for the Outstanding Faculty Secretary for their Region. The four Regional winners are then sent to a national committee which chooses the recipient of The Robert L. Morlan Faculty Secretary Award.  

The Robert W. Bishop Faculty Adviser Award
The Bishop Faculty Adviser Award is awarded annually to an outstanding Faculty Adviser in Omicron Delta Kappa. The Faculty Adviser is responsible for being a liaison and support for Omicron Delta Kappa to the greater university community.  Each year individual Circles (chapters) nominate their Faculty Advisers for the Outstanding Faculty Adviser for their Region. The four Regional winners are then sent to a national committee which chooses the recipient of The Robert W. Bishop Faculty Adviser Award.  

The Eldridge W. Roark, Jr. Meritorious Service Award

This award is given to Omicron Delta Kappa members who have contributed varied and meritorious service to the Society.  This award recognizes members from all across the nation who have committed themselves to serving Omicron Delta Kappa and its mission
The Cheryl M. Hogle Distinguished Service Award
The Cheryl M. Hogle Distinguished Service Award is given to members who have rendered outstanding and conspicuous service to Omicron Delta Kappa.  This award can be presented to up to four individuals at each biennial National Leadership Summit and Convention.  The Hogle award is reserved for only those individuals who have achieved the highest levels of service to the organization and have contributed greatly to Omicron Delta Kappa’s continued growth and success.
The Laurel Crowned Circle Award

Omicron Delta Kappa's highest award can be awarded annually to an outstanding American who has exemplified the ideals of the Society.  Previous winners of this award include Mr. Robert Jepson, international business man; Dr. Michael Lomax, President of the United Negro College Fund; and Mr. James MacGregor Burns, award-winning author.
Foundation Scholarships

Each year the Omicron Delta Kappa Foundation awards up to 20 scholarships to members who are applying for post graduate programs.  These $1,000 scholarships are available to students who have earned a 3.5 or higher cumulative GPA, were voting members of their OΔK Circle (chapter), and are current seniors or have graduated within the past five years.  

Circle Recognition Awards
Each year Omicron Delta Kappa recognizes Circles (chapters) that meet all the Circle Standards with a Circle of Distinction Award, a Superior Circle Award, or a Presidential Award of Excellence.  Circles qualify as a Superior Circle if they meet all standards and produce 2 or more campus-wide leadership events throughout the year.  Presidential Awards of Excellence are award to Circles who have shown a history of success in Omicron Delta Kappa by earning Distinction honors for 5 consecutive years, or Superior honors for 3.  

Clay Leadership Development Initiative Grants
The Omicron Delta Kappa Foundation sponsors the Clay Leadership Development Initiative that awards grants to Circles to aid with the costs of leadership development programming.  Each year, the foundation awards $500 grants to up to 6 Circles around the country.  Past grant winning projects have included service projects, fundraisers, faculty-student cooperative programs, and speakers. 
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
